WINEMAKER’S NOTES:
The 1995 Cabernet Sauvignon is 100% Cabernet Sauvignon, aged for 27 months in American oak. The wine is big, deep, rich, soft and briary on the finish. This is a worthy successor to both our 1993 and 1994 Cabernets. It is wonderfully balanced from the color, a dark ruby red, to the deep, dark fruit aroma. With a long mouth-filling finish, this is obviously a mountain wine with none of the astringent tannins often associated with big mountain wines. 

The wine is estate-bottled with grapes entirely from our property. The vines are all dry-farmed; there is no irrigation other than what nature provides, so that the vines come into balance with nature by sending their roots deep into the soil; the vine then naturally matures the fruit. We think this provides for the best quality wine, although it means a smaller yield from the vineyard. Enjoy.
